Country Conference Series

The British Virgin Islands conference was held May 26-28, 2005. The keynote speaker for the opening session was Mr. Robert Mathavious, Managing Director of the Financial Services Commission. Mr. Mathavious in his presentation, Back to the Future: Courage, Candour and Commonsense, challenged UWI to deepen its impact, create new partnerships with public and private sectors and education providers and to effectively engage critical stakeholders in the development of the region. Fifteen papers were presented on issues related to health and social services, literature and cultural studies, constitutional issues and financial matters among others.
